During the next six
weeks, you will take part in the Editing Sessons We bdieve tha editing B making
detailed suggestionsfor improving bills and reports B comprises the best way to learn to
draft. Each week, you will be responsble for evaluaing a specific pat of another
paticipant@ bill or research report. Othe members of the Distance Drafting Course
review your submissions and will suggest improvementsin your bill and research report.
When taken serioudy, these Editing Sessions conditute, perhgps the mog important
learning process in this distance course. This not only holds true for the participantsO
whos drafts you evaluae and hdp to improve, but it proves especially useful for
degpening your undestanding of drafting theory, methodobgy and techniques D all of
which you will have to review in order to make useful suggestions about the draft bills
and reports of other course participants.

REMEM BER: The process of legidative drafting requireswriting and rewriting. As
you draft and re-draft both your report and your bill, you will inevitably find
yourself re-considering and re-thinking the logic and the facts that show how your
country@ unique circumstances influence the problematic behaviors -- the
institutions Byour bill® detailed provisions aim to change. In that process, you will
continually deepen your insights into the way your research report@ and bill@
substance and form, both, can help to ensureto your bill& effective implementation.

The Editing Sessions work like this: Each of you, as assigned, will @ditO(e.g. make
detailed suggestions for improving) specific parts of another participant@ bill or research
report. Tha means you should carefully read the pat of the bill or report tha you have
been assignal to edit and tha, before the end of tha week, you should e-mail your
detailed suggestions for improving that part@ subgance and form to <LD7@iclad-
law.org>. [Tho= of you taking the course with a group of colleagues should read and
discuss your editing assignment togeher, and then e-mail your group® editing
suggestionsto <L D7 @iclad-law.org>.]

Do not be afraid of making ‘mistakes’ when you edit. No matter whether or not your
editing suggestions prove helpful, both you and the participant whose work you edit will
learn from the process. If your editing suggestions prove usful, the participant who
receives them will learn from them. A participant who may not find your suggestions
hdpful will neverthdess have to rethink legidative theory, methodobgy and techniques
in order to assess thar utility.



Editing groups aim at helping not only the drafter of the bill and research report
under discussion, but the other course participants as well. This course builds on the
propostion tha we learn throughdoing. The essential drafter® skill condsts of editing
draft bills and research reports b especially, your own drafts and research reports. In the
editing groups you get oppotunity to do editing. In the process, you will gan a greater
undestanding of how to edit more effectively B not merely someone else® drafts, but
your own.

During the next five weeks, we will focus, in turn, on editing one bill and research
report. You will be assigned to edit at a specific section of the group® bill or
research report in light of this cour se@ theory and methodology, and should e-mail
your comments and suggestionsto <L D7@iclad-law.org>.

Throughout the Editing Group period, you should continue listening to the Stream
B audio-presentation tapes and doing the assigned drafting exercises as a basis for
improving your own drafting techniques and your bill’s form.

As a minimum, othes may learn from your efforts to use legidative theory,
methodobgy, and techniques to design a law tha P groundel on facts and logic B will
hdp resolve the problem you tackled. More than tha, thar review and discussion may
contribute to enactment of legidation tha hdps to resolve the social problem your bill
addresses. Beyond tha, your efforts may stimulate wider discussion of how to design
